Ask if you can meet the new doctors, nurses and other staff

before you move.

It is normal to feel nervous when you move to somewhere

new or talk to new staff.

The new staff will talk to you and your family to find out how

to help you.
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Your family doctor (GP) will take over your everyday

healthcare.
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Your GP will offer you an Annual Health check from the age of

14.
